Dear Parents and Carers of children in Year 4,

mean we can reduce the cost of other enrichment activities across the school.

We would like to invite parents and carers to attend. On account of the numbers involved, we are only able to allocate
one ticket for a single seat in the audience per child. These tickets are not transferable between families. Whilst we
are sure many more would like to come, the alternative is that we would not be able to admit people to this event at
all. There is no charge for these tickets — we just want you to come and enjoy the occasion. We are unable to
accommodate siblings in the audience.

Unless your child’s school is able to make provision for you, you will need to make your own travel arrangements. If
you are travelling by car, you will need to park in the public car parks around Salisbury. There will be no parking for
the event in the Cathedral Close.

We will have a photographer present at the event and photos will be used by the Trust and our schools on their
websites and social media. The school should be aware of those who ask not to have their pictures used in such a way,
but please speak directly to school if you have any concerns about this and we will do all we can to accommodate this.
No-one will be excluded from the event for this reason.

Children are requested to come to school in full school uniform for the day including their coloured jumper or
cardigan.
