Christmas is advancing on us quickly as Advent has now begun. We are looking forward to celebrating with the
children at this exciting time of year. Please read carefully the following arrangements:

Year 2 — PERMISSION REQUIRED ON ARBOR for bus travel Monday 9th and Tuesday 10th December

Year 2 have been busy rehearsing their contribution towards the Christmas nativity. To ensure that they get the
chance to rehearse in the church alongside Year 1 and Reception, we have arranged for a bus to transport them
to the Infant base on Monday 9th December. This will take them to the infant base to rehearse all afternoon.

The bus will then return the Y2 children to Dunbury Juniors before the end of the day to ensure that they can use
their usual means for getting home.
